What spectacular changes have taken place in a        
very short period of time. Many of us are         
home-bound taking to heart the precautions      

recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

Some of us must venture into a very daunting and disheartening world            
to work and/or to acquire sustenance. There is no way to avoid            
touching that doorknob or getting fewer than 6-feet-close to someone          
in the grocery store.

PASTOR NOMINATING COMMITTEE NEWS 

 
Despite the constraints imposed by the Coronavirus (Covid-19)        
restrictions, the Pastor Nominating Committee (PNC) is forging on with          
its task of discerning Warner’s next called and installed pastor. How           
fortunate we are to have videoconferencing technology available! We         
conducted remote interviews with candidates, and now are using that          
technology for our weekly meetings. Based on the remote interviews,          
we have identified outstanding finalists. Warner would be blessed to          
have any of them as our pastor. 
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The PNC has completed the process of checking references for these           
candidates, and has submitted a form requesting General Presbyter         
reference checks with their home presbyteries. In ordinary times, the          
PNC would proceed to face-to-face interviews if the reference checks          
are satisfactory. With the restrictions on travel and meetings, the          
traditional in-person visits are not possible, and so we are          
brainstorming alternatives. We had looked forward to sitting down         
with the candidates and to experiencing their worship leadership at          
neutral pulpits. What tools for discernment will we have in this time of             
social distancing? The good news is that the financial resources          
budgeted for bringing the candidates to town can be conserved. And           
perhaps the timeline can be shortened since we can meet once again            
via ZOOM video conference rather than arranging travel and         
scheduling neutral pulpits. 

We rejoice at the gift of amazing candidates who are eager to lead             
Warner into the future. Thanks be to God for this blessing!

Clicking the Donate button takes you to our Donation Guide which has            
descriptions of the different fund options. At the bottom of the page            
is a “Give Now” button that takes you to our third-party provider’s            
secure website where you make your donation. If you’re reading this           
online, you can try it now: 

 

It’s not required, but you can create a profile at this site. Either way              
you will receive an email confirmation of your gift. If you do create a              
profile, whenever you login you can view your transaction history and           
any payment schedule you may have created. (Tip: If you think you’d            
like to create a profile, you should do so before you make a donation              
so that all your donations are associated with it.)  

Payment options include credit card (Visa, Mastercard, Discover,        
Amex) or direct debit from a savings or checking account. 

Not only can you pay your pledge to our General Fund online, you can              
also donate directly to the Deacons Fund, Presbyterian Women or to a            
Special Gifts Fund. You can make one-time contributions or schedule          
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recurring contributions. All donations are 100% tax-deductible and your         
entire donation will go to the designation you select with the           
exception of a small 2% processing fee. If you are able to add the 2% to                
your gift, that will help offset the cost to Warner of providing the             
Online Giving program. 

Please note: Our third-party provider’s website sometimes offers a         
checkbox that when checked will automatically add 2% to your gift. The            
checkbox does not appear when you access the website from your           
mobile phone or when you give using direct debit. Therefore, if you            
plan to give an additional 2%, you will in some cases have to add the               
amount manually to your donation.

Our Sunday school keeps returning to these words of Jesus since we            
read them on our first meeting away from the church building on            
March 15. The context of the verse is the encounter between Jesus and             
an unnamed Samaritan woman who claimed Jews must worship in          
Jerusalem (Mt. Zion), whereas, she stated, her ancestors worshiped at          
Mt. Gerizim, near the well where they stood (cf. Ezra 4:1-3). Jesus’s            
words in reply (printed above) proclaim a new state of affairs with the             
authority that can only belong to the Messiah (cf. John 4:26). 
 
Upon reading about the worship life of Israel as recorded in the biblical             
narrative, it is quite possible to conclude – like the Samaritan woman –             
that this Jewish community revolved around the establishment and         
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maintenance of temple worship in Jerusalem and even that worship          
was limited to that place. Indeed, there are pronouncements that          
seem to require an exclusive centralization of worship (cf. Lev. 17;           
Deut. 12; 1 Kings 8). We read of dislocation from Jerusalem during exile,             
after the temple’s destruction, visioned as a death, an experience of           
being cut off from God’s life-giving presence (Ezekiel 37). However,          
also in this exile context, we read what seems to be a different vision:              
God’s promise that “the days are surely coming” when God will           
establish a covenant with Israel written not on stone, but in hearts (Jer             
31:31-33) and that Jerusalem’s sacred geography will be expanded (Jer          
31:38-40). 
 
From our current experience, I think we can attest to the fact that it is               
easy to conflate worship with the building where we worship –           
particularly if we only worship there – such to imply the necessity of             
limiting worship to that space. Whether or not the Samaritan woman’s           
question is an accurate characterization of Jewish worship practice in          
the time leading up to her encounter with Jesus, what is clear in             
Jesus’s reply is that by the time of that encounter there was no longer              
a need to worship in particular locations, necessarily. This is the lesson            
that speaks so directly to us today as we seek to gather together             
virtually for worship outside of our church building. What matters is           
that we are true worshipers who will worship the Father in spirit and             
truth. We may be exiled, in a different sense, but we are not cut off               
from the presence of God. In fact, we likely know God most clearly in              
our times of need. This is a lesson of Exodus where God self-identifies             
as the Lord who brought the people out of the house of slavery             
(Exodus 20:2). Yet, the human condition often seeks what is familiar           
and known – even when it means turning back to captivity. 
 
As the coronavirus continues to bring death to communities around          
the world, we all need to do our part to prevent the transmission of              
this disease. As we lament this terrible loss, let us keep gathering –             
remotely – for worship and education and let us be reminded when we             
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return to the building that our worship is not limited by that space.             
Indeed, let us now embody the expansion of our sanctuary to include            
new locations for worship with new people. We are certain to learn a             
lot on the way about what it means to worship in spirit and truth.
